Through its support for service-learning and community-based participatory learning and
research, the Life Frontier Engagement creates opportunities for students and faculty, to learn in
partnership with the community and to develop competencies that promote the advancement of
a socially responsible citizenry. Courses have been framed by each department based on their
core major papers and their experiences with service-learning programme in consultation with

experts.

students.
